Everyone has a reaction to dying and to death.  A five 
year old visited  Grandmother a few hours after 
Grandfather had died.  The little boy had three 
questions  -  “Will Grandpa be a skeleton?”  “Will his 
face go to heaven?” “ Shall I put his shoes in the bin?”  
That child was boldly taking steps along the pathway 
of grief and death. As we grow older we, and those 
we care for, often lose that boldness and become 
entangled in a net of pretence and confusion.  To be 
effective carers we need to recover some of the 
simplicity of a child. 
 

This seminar will look at the journey of dying as it is 
experienced by the dying person, by those close to 
him or her and by the carer.  It is a medical journey, a 
religious journey, a spiritual journey, a social journey, 
a personal journey and a journey of grieving and 
letting go.  Everyone on this journey has a need for 
love, meaning, forgiveness and transcendence. 
 

Between them the presenters, Doug Bridge and Fred 
Stone, have years of experience in being with people 
in this journey.  Their learning has come mainly from 
walking a few steps with those people. This seminar 
will include extensive personal participation, with the 
likelihood of profound experiences of emotion and 
insight.
